Key Summary from the CMGS Executive Committee Meeting 23rd August 2010
· CMGS travel awards of £500 are available to all members (scientists and genetic technologists) attended meetings or conferences.
· Executive committee agreed that in the absence of evidence to suggest a requirement for duplicate testing for predictive testing, a single DNA extraction should be sufficient.  However each individual lab should dictate their local policy according to internal quality control processes as long the WLU reflected the testing of one specimen only.

· The CMGS and ACC training boards have merged and are now known as the Genetics Education and Training Board (GETB).  David Bourn is the new Chair and Gordon Lowther the Vice Chair.

· A best practice meeting about reporting guidelines for sequencing reports is planned for the Durham 2011 Spring Meeting.

· The CMGS has submitted a response to the IVD directive.  This would soon be available on the CMGS website.

· Genetics Technologists are encouraged to join the Voluntary Register as well as the CMGS.

· The CMGS is represented on the Innovation Working Group as part of the overall Human Genomics Strategy Group initiative.

· A CMGS and ACC Head of Laboratories meeting has been arranged for the 15th of November in Newcastle.
